The Purpose of this Easement is to preserve the Property in perpetuity in its predominantly natural, scenic, forested, and open space condition, and to prevent any use of the Property that will adversely impact or interfere with its Conservation Values.  The Landowner intends that this Easement will confine the use of the Property to activities that are consistent with the Purpose of the Easement. 

Right of Entry by Grantee [Quote easement language]
The Easement Holder has the right to enter the Property to inspect it and monitor compliance with the terms of this Easement; obtain evidence for use in seeking judicial or other enforcement of the Easement; survey or otherwise mark the boundaries of all or part of the Property if necessary to determine whether there has been or may be a violation of the Easement; and otherwise exercise its rights under the Easement.  The Easement Holder shall provide at least ten days prior notice to the Landowner before entering the Property, except in cases where there is an emergency or the Easement Holder determines immediate entry is necessary to prevent, terminate or mitigate a violation of the Easement.

2. Restrictions, Prohibited Uses and Certain Reserved Rights of the Landowner.  Any activity on or use of the Property inconsistent with the Purpose of this Easement is prohibited.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the following provisions identify activities and uses that are expressly prohibited and some rights that are expressly reserved to the Landowner:   

2.1
Animals.  The Property may not be used as a game farm, shooting preserve, fur farm or deer farm, licensed under Chapter 169 of the Wisconsin Statutes, as that Chapter may be amended from time to time.  Poultry, cattle, horses and other livestock shall not be allowed on the Property for any purpose except within the Primary Homestead Zone, Secondary Homestead Zone, and/or the Accessory Homestead Zone.  

For the purposes of this Easement, livestock means farm animals that are kept for human use or raised for sale or profit, including, but not limited to, bovine animals, sheep, goats, swine, poultry, llamas, ostriches, emus and equine animals.  Livestock does not include small domestic pets, such as dogs and cats that are customarily permitted by local ordinance.

Baseline Condition: The property is not used as a game farm, etc.  No poultry, cattle, horses, or other livestock (as defined above) are kept on the property.

Monitored Condition:

2.2
Buildings, Structures and Other Improvements. The placement, installation or construction of any temporary or permanent buildings, structures or other improvements on the Property is prohibited, including, without limitation, roads, signs and billboards, utility corridors, waste disposal systems, towers, and trails, except as provided below.          

Note:  Notice is hereby given that the Landowner has the obligation to comply with current state erosion control and storm water regulations pertaining to the placement, installation, construction and maintenance of buildings, structures and other improvements on the Property.


a.
Fences.  Existing fences may be repaired, replaced, or removed.   Additional fencing may be constructed to mark boundaries and secure the Property, or as needed to carry out activities permitted in this Easement.


Baseline Condition: Such fencing activities as occur on the property are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

b.
Signs.  Small, unlighted signs may be placed on the Property for the following purposes only:  to state the name and address of the Property and Landowner; advertise the sale or lease of the Property; commemorate or explain the history or protection of the Property; prohibit trespassing or regulate uses; interpret natural features of the Property; mark the boundaries or provide directions; advertise the sale of goods or services produced on the Property; and display temporary political signs.


Baseline Condition: Such signs as occur on the property are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

c.
Trails.  Trails up to five feet in width may be established and maintained on the Property, provided that they do not diminish the Conservation Values of the Property and are located and constructed to prevent erosion, avoid habitat fragmentation, and protect sensitive areas and water quality.  All trails shall have a pervious surface of natural materials.


Baseline Condition: Such trails as occur on the property are in compliance with this restriction.

d.
Roads.  Existing roads and bridges on the Property may be maintained and paved, but shall not be widened.  No new roads, bridges, and parking lots may be constructed or established on the Property, except that:

(i) 
a driveway that connects the Secondary Homestead Zone to Sneed Creek Road may be constructed and maintained.  The driveway must be less than fifteen feet wide or the minimum width legally required by law or regulation, whichever is greater.  The driveway shall be designed, located and constructed in a manner that protects water quality and minimizes soil erosion and damage to natural communities.  The Easement Holder must approve the location of the driveway in writing prior to its construction for compliance with this paragraph.  


Baseline Condition: No such driveway exists. 

Monitored Condition: 

(ii) 
unpaved access roads may be constructed and maintained for forest practices, pursuant to the Forest Plan described in Paragraph 2.7.k.  Any such road shall be less than fifteen feet wide.  The Easement Holder must approve the location of any such road in writing prior to its construction.  All construction and maintenance of roads for forest practices shall be in accordance with best management practices as described in Wisconsin Forest Management Guidelines, PUB-FR-226, Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, 2003 or the most current version. 


Baseline Condition: Existing access roads that occur on the property are less than fifteen feet wide and are not paved.
Monitored Condition: 

e.   
Buildings.  The placement or construction of any buildings, improvements, or other structures of any kind (including, without limitation, residential or office buildings, and billboards) is prohibited, except that the Landowner reserves the right, in conformance with applicable laws, ordinances and regulations, to: 

(i)
Within the Primary Homestead Zone and the Accessory Homestead Zone, maintain, renovate, expand or replace the existing single-family residences (one in each zone), non-habitable accessory structures, utilities, and other improvements in substantially their present locations, except the existing septic systems may be replaced anywhere within the Primary Homestead or Accessory Homestead zones.  The total land surface of all impervious surfaces shall not exceed 20,000 square feet in the Primary Homestead Zone and 10,000 square feet in the Accessory Homestead Zone.  For the purposes of this subparagraph, “impervious surfaces” means any material covering land which inhibits the percolation of water directly into the soil, including, but not limited to, buildings, the area covered by roofs of permanent and non-permanent structures, and gravel, concrete, macadam and pavement roads and parking areas.  Any expansion of the amount of impervious surface in either zone requires written notification to the Easement Holder.  No structure in the Primary Homestead Zone may exceed 20 feet in height, measured from the point of lowest grade of the structure to its ridgeline or chimneys, whichever is higher.   No structure in the Accessory Homestead Zone may exceed 25 feet in height, measured from the point of lowest grade of the structure to its ridgeline or chimneys, whichever is higher. 


Baseline Condition: There are two existing structures (a residence and a garage) and one driveway in the Primary Homestead Zone. The total impervious surface of these structures and the driveway is ~13,363 square feet. No structure is taller than ~17’. There is one existing structure (a residence) and one driveway in the Accessory Homestead Zone. The total impervious surface of the structure and driveway is ~3,296 square feet. The structure is ~14’ tall. 
Monitored Condition: 

(ii)
Within the Secondary Homestead Zone, construct, maintain, renovate, expand, or replace one single-family residence, together with non-habitable ancillary structures, and other customary appurtenances, including, but not limited to, sewage disposal systems, domestic wells, utilities, walkways, driveway and parking areas, as allowed under then current zoning, and maintain or reconstruct the existing "Jones Tract" barn identified on Exhibit B in substantially the same form and size or demolish it, provided that: 

i.    The exact location of the Secondary Homestead Zone is approved by the Easement Holder prior to construction of any allowable buildings.  The Secondary Homestead Zone may be no larger than five acres in size and must be located within the Southeast Quarter of the Northwest Quarter of the Northwest Quarter of Section 16, T7N R3E, Town of Wyoming, Iowa County, Wisconsin.  If any part of the structure of the "Jones Tract" barn above its foundation is still standing at the time the exact location of the Secondary Homestead Zone is established, the Secondary Homestead Zone shall contain the "Jones Tract" barn within its boundaries.  The Landowner shall provide the Easement Holder with a legal description and survey of the proposed location of the Secondary Homestead Zone.   Such legal description and survey shall be prepared at the landowner's expense and be prepared in a form acceptable to the Easement Holder.  The Landowner's request for approval shall follow the procedures described in Paragraph 5. 

ii.
The Secondary Homestead Zone is surveyed and staked and two copies of the survey are provided to the Easement Holder prior to construction of any new buildings.

iii.
The Landowner notifies the Easement Holder, in accordance with Paragraph 5.1, prior to beginning preparatory work (such as drawings, permits) and construction of the single-family residential structure, ancillary structures, and the sewage disposal system.

iv.
The Landowner informs building contractors of the terms and conditions of this Easement before construction begins.

v.
The total land surface area of all impervious surfaces is less than 20,000 square feet.  For the purposes of this subparagraph, “impervious surfaces” means any material covering land which inhibits the percolation of water directly into the soil, including, but not limited to, buildings, the area covered by roofs of permanent and non-permanent structures, and gravel, concrete, macadam and pavement roads and parking areas.  Any expansion of the amount of impervious surface requires written notification to the Easement Holder.  

vi.
No structure may exceed 25 feet in height, measured from the point of lowest grade of the structure to its ridgeline or chimneys, whichever is higher.  

Baseline Condition: The exact location of the Secondary Homestead Zone has not been determined and no structures except the “Jones Tract” barn exist.  Update May 2009:  The landowner had the “Jones Tract” barn demolished in late April and early May of this year.  The foundation is still standing, but the landowner may have it removed in the future.
Monitored Condition: 

(iii)
Outside of the Primary Homestead Zone, the Secondary Homestead Zone, or the Accessory Homestead Zone:  

i. 
construct and maintain nonresidential structures for recreational, conservation, research or education purposes (including, without limitation, nesting boxes, blinds and deer stands, and scientific monitoring equipment) in accordance with a Land Management Plan or Forest Plan prepared under Paragraph 2.7.k. provided that:  (a) no such structure occupies more than 200 square feet of ground area, (b) no such structure diminishes the scenic character of the Property as observed from adjacent property, (c) and the aggregate of all such structures does not occupy more than 400 square feet of ground area.  The abandoned Brynildson Tract house identified on Exhibit B may not be reconstructed or improved and may not be occupied for any purpose.  Notwithstanding the foregoing: 

a.
the existing "tea house" structure identified on Exhibit B shall be excluded from the 200 square foot maximum individual structure ground area limitation and from the 400 square foot ground area aggregate limitation of this Paragraph and may be maintained or reconstructed in substantially the same form and size, provided, however, that such structure may never be improved with plumbing, electricity, or other utilities, shall blend with the natural surroundings of the site, and shall not exceed 16 feet in height measured from the point of lowest grade of the structure to its ridgeline or chimney, whichever is taller.   

b.
the existing "Little Valley Farm" barn identified on Exhibit B shall be excluded from the 200 square foot maximum individual structure ground area limitation and from the 400 square foot ground area aggregate limitation of this Paragraph and may be maintained or reconstructed in substantially the same form and size, provided, however, that such barn may never be used for residential purposes or other purposes not allowed under this Easement.

Baseline Condition: Such structures as occur on the property are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

ii.
maintain, repair, or replace in substantially their present locations the existing underground pipes and underground utility lines that serve allowable buildings within the Primary Homestead Zone and the Accessory Homestead Zone, and install, maintain, repair, or replace underground pipes and underground utility lines that serve allowable buildings within the Secondary Homestead Zone.  The Easement Holder must approve in writing the location of the pipes and utility lines serving the Secondary Homestead Zone prior to their construction. 


Baseline Condition: Such activities and utilities as occur are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition: 

2.3
Commercial, Agricultural, Residential and Industrial Uses.  Use of the Property for commercial, agricultural, residential or industrial purposes is prohibited except that:

a.
the Landowner may lease the single-family residences in the Primary Homestead Zone, Secondary Homestead Zone, or Accessory Homestead Zone for residential purposes.

b.   the Landowner or occupants of the single-family residence in the Primary Homestead Zone, Secondary Homestead Zone, or Accessory Homestead Zone may carry on home occupations in the respective zone, provided that: 

(i)  such activities are incidental to the residential use of the Zone in which it is located, 

(ii) the home occupation does not involve regular outdoor parking for more than three motor vehicles, 

(iii) such uses are in compliance with all applicable state and local government laws and regulations, and 

(iv) such uses are consistent with the Purpose of this Easement.

Baseline Condition: Such activities and uses as occur are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition: 

2.4
Dumping.  There shall be no dumping or storage on or under the Property of any trash, garbage, construction materials, sewage, ashes, manure, trees, brush, hazardous materials, discarded or salvageable materials such as junk cars, or other unsightly or offensive material.  There shall also be no dumping or stockpiling of any soil, sawdust, gravel, or sand.  This is not intended to prohibit composting excess brush or other plant material generated on the Property by activities permitted in this Easement, provided that composting shall not be located within one-hundred feet of the ordinary high water mark of any water body.   


Baseline Condition: No prohibited dumping occurs.

Monitored Condition: 

2.5
Mining and Surface Alteration.  There shall be no mining, drilling, exploring for, excavation or removal of any minerals, soil, sand, peat, gravel, rock or any other materials on or from the Property nor any alteration of the surface of the Property, including, without limitation, ditching, draining, diking, tiling, filling, or leveling, except as may be required for activities or uses expressly permitted in this Easement or in an approved Land Management Plan or Forest Plan pursuant to Paragraph 2.7.k.   


Baseline Condition: No such activities occur.

Monitored Condition: 

2.6
Subdivision, Extinguishment of Development Rights, and Density
a.
The Property shall not be subdivided into smaller parcels, whether through legal or de facto subdivision, including division through the creation of condominiums, site leases or other means, except that:

(i) 
The Property may be divided to create and separately convey subject to this Easement one parcel that includes all of the Property located west of the centerline of Sneed Creek Road.  The Landowner shall notify the Easement Holder, in accordance with Paragraph 5.1, prior to the conveyance of this parcel. 


Baseline Condition: No such subdivision has occurred.

Monitored Condition: 

(ii)
the Property may be divided to create and separately convey subject to this Easement one parcel known as the “Cabin Parcel” that contains the Accessory Homestead Zone and is legally described in Exhibit C, provided that prior to the creation of this parcel, the Landowner shall pay the Easement Holder a Conservation  Easement Endowment for this parcel.  Such payment shall be in an amount satisfactory to the Easement Holder and at least $15,000 or 10% of the fair market value of the parcel excluding the value of any improvements (whichever is greater) as agreed upon by the Landowner and Easement Holder, but if they cannot agree, as determined by an appraisal approved by the Easement Holder and paid for by the Landowner.  The Landowner shall notify the Easement Holder, in accordance with Paragraph 5.1, prior to the conveyance of this parcel.   Because the Landowner and the Easement Holder agree that unity of land management is an important goal for the conservation of the natural resources of the Property, if local zoning regulations would allow for the creation of a five-acre parcel instead of the approximately forty-acre Cabin Parcel described in Exhibit C, a Five-acre Cabin Parcel that contains the Accessory Homestead Zone (together with an access easement between the Accessory Homestead Zone and Sneed Creek Road along the existing driveway) may instead be created and separately conveyed subject to this Easement, provided that prior to the creation of this parcel, the Landowner shall pay the Easement Holder $7,500 for a Conservation Easement Endowment for this smaller parcel.  The configuration of the Five-acre Cabin Parcel must be approved by the Easement Holder, in accordance with Paragraph 5.2, prior the creation and conveyance of the Five-acre Cabin Parcel, and the legal description of the Five-acre Cabin Parcel shall be Lot 1 of the C.S.M. and the appurtenant access easement both depicted in Exhibit D.   The Landowner shall notify the Easement Holder, in accordance with Paragraph 5.1, prior to the conveyance of this parcel.


Baseline Condition: No such subdivision has occurred.

Monitored Condition: 

b.
All rights to develop or use the Property that are prohibited by or inconsistent with this Easement are extinguished, and cannot be used to transfer development rights to other land owned by the Landowner or any other party, or to permit increased development density or increased natural resource use or extraction on other land, or to achieve other regulatory mitigation credits on land not subject to this Easement. 

 2.7  
Vegetation.   There shall be no planting, removal, destruction, grazing or mowing of any trees or other vegetation on the Property, or any plowing or tilling of the soil, except as follows:

a.
To control disease and pests on an emergency basis. 


Baseline Condition: Such activities as may occur are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

b.    To establish and maintain existing or authorized roads, trails, fences or other improvements permitted in this Easement pursuant to Paragraph 2, provided that any surrounding disturbed area is restored as soon as possible to its condition prior to the disturbance. 


Baseline Condition: Such activities as may occur are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

c.
To harvest berries, nuts, mushrooms and maple sap for maple sugaring.


Baseline Condition: Such activities as may occur are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

d.
To remove non-native and/or invasive vegetation.


Baseline Condition: Such activities as may occur are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

e.
To preserve, enhance, restore and maintain the Conservation Values of the Property in accordance with the Land Management Plan described in Paragraph 2.7.k.


Baseline Condition: Three forest stewardship plans noted in 2.7 h, and Conservation Reserve Program contract No. 2203 (effective from October 1, 2003 through September 30, 2013) cover portions but not all of the Property.
Monitored Condition:

f.
To selectively cut a hazardous tree for safety reasons or to prevent property damage. 


Baseline Condition: Such activities as may occur are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

g.
To selectively remove standing or fallen trees for personal use, not to exceed five cords of wood per year.  


Baseline Condition: Such activities as may occur are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

h.    To harvest timber in accordance with a Forest Stewardship Management Plan (“Forest Plan”) described in Paragraph 2.7.k.  


Baseline Condition: Forest stewardship plans are in force for certain areas of the Property:  Order No. 25-015-1990 (effective from January 1, 1990 through December 31, 2014), Order No. 25-058-1993 (effective from January 1, 1993 through December 31, 2017), and Order No. 25-008-2002 (effective from January 1, 2002 through December 31, 2026).  The approximate area covered by these plans is depicted on the “Natural Features Map” contained in the baseline documentation report.

Monitored Condition:

i.
To plant, remove or manage vegetation within the Primary Homestead Zone, Secondary Homestead Zone, and the Accessory Homestead Zone for landscaping and horticultural purposes, except that invasive species may not be introduced to the Property, and providing for the maintenance of the westward view from the single-family residence in the Primary Homestead Zone described in Exhibit C.


Baseline Condition: Such activities as may occur are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

j.
Use of chemical herbicides, pesticides, rodenticides, fungicides and other toxic agents is not allowed on the Property, except as follows:  (i) to comply with noxious weed control laws, (ii) to control pests on an emergency basis when such control is necessary to protect public health, (iii) to control non-native or invasive plant species, or (iv) as specifically authorized in a Land Management Plan or Forest Plan, pursuant to Paragraph 2.7.k.  There shall be no application of chemicals for any purpose within ten feet of any plant species that is listed as endangered, threatened or of special concern by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources or federal authorities.   Only chemicals developed for over and near water applications may be used within fifty feet of the ordinary high water mark of any water body. 


Baseline Condition: Such activities as may occur are in compliance with this restriction.

Monitored Condition:

k.   
Land Management Plan. In order to achieve the Purpose of this Easement, the Landowner shall be responsible for development of a Land Management Plan for the portion of the Property outside of the Primary Homestead Zone, the Secondary Homestead Zone, or the Accessory Homestead Zone.  All land management activities conducted outside of those zones shall be in accordance with this Land Management Plan or the Forest Plan described this Paragraph.  The Land Management Plan must, at a minimum: 

(i)
be approved in writing by the Easement Holder prior to implementation, and be updated and subsequently approved by the Easement Holder at least every ten (10) years or whenever any change is proposed in the basic type of land management conducted on the Property.  

(ii)
be prepared by a qualified natural resource professional or other qualified person who has been approved in writing by the Easement Holder.

(iii)
identify objectives, purpose and location of proposed management practices that will be undertaken to protect, enhance, restore and maintain the Conservation Values of the Property, its natural communities, fish and wildlife resources, soil, water, wetlands, riparian areas, and scenic beauty.

The following terms and conditions shall apply to the Land Management Plan:

(iv)
the Land Management Plan may be modified by amendment, mutually approved in writing by the Landowner and Easement Holder before implementation.

(v)
if there is any inconsistency between the terms of the Land Management Plan and this Easement, the Easement shall control.

(vi)
the cost of the Land Management Plan and any amendments shall be borne by the Landowner.    

Where timber harvest or stand improvement practices are used to manage forested areas of the Property, the Land Management Plan must also meet the requirements of a Forest Stewardship Management Plan.  The Forest Stewardship Management Plan (“Forest Plan”) shall, at a minimum:

(vii)
be approved in writing by the Easement Holder prior to implementation, and be updated and subsequently approved by the Easement Holder at least every ten (10) years or whenever any change is proposed in the basic type of forest management conducted on the Property.  

(viii)
be prepared by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, a licensed professional forester, a certified Plan Writer or other qualified person approved in writing by the Easement Holder.

(ix)
protect the Conservation Values of the Property.

(x)
identify objectives and actions that will be taken to protect and manage soil, water, wetlands, riparian areas, aesthetic quality, natural communities, and fish and wildlife resources.

(xi)
be in accordance with Best Management Practices as described in Wisconsin Forest Management Guidelines, PUB-FR-226, 2003, Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, or it’s successor publication.  

(xii)
include an access plan, indicating routes of ingress and egress for the areas to be harvested.

The following terms and conditions shall also apply to the Forest Plan:

(xiii)
if there is any inconsistency between the terms of the Forest Plan and this Easement, the terms of this Easement shall control.

(xiv)
the Forest Plan may be modified by amendment, approved in writing by the Landowner and Easement Holder.

(xv)
The Cutting Plan.  At least sixty days prior to the time the Landowner intends to cut merchantable timber on the Property, the Landowner shall file a document (Notice of Intent to Cut and Cutting Plan) signed by the Landowner and supervising forester (or other qualified individual), certifying that the Cutting Plan is in compliance with the terms and conditions of the Forest Plan and Easement.   It shall include the location of the harvest, dates, cutting plan, plan for ingress and egress and a summary of activities and practices intended to achieve compliance with the terms and conditions of this Easement and the Forest Plan.  The Landowner shall provide a copy of the Notice of Intent to Cut and Cutting Plan to the Easement Holder.

(xvi)
the Easement Holder shall notify the Landowner within thirty days of receiving the Notice of Intent to Cut and Cutting Plan whether the Cutting Plan conforms to the Easement and Forest Plan.  No cutting shall proceed until an acceptable Cutting Plan is approved by Easement Holder.  The Cutting Plan must be approved not more than three years before the cutting. 

(xvii)
if the Property or any part thereof is enrolled in the Forest Crop Law, ch 77, subch I, Wis. Stats., or the Managed Forest Law program, ch. 77, subch. VI, Wis Stats., or other forest tax program administered by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, the Landowner’s tax law Forest Plan may be considered an acceptable Forest Plan under this Easement.  The Landowner retains the right to renew from time to time, the tax law Forest Plan with the State of Wisconsin. 

Baseline Condition: Three forest stewardship plans noted in 2.7.h., and Conservation Reserve Program contract No. 2203 (effective from October 1, 2003 through September 30, 2013) cover portions but not all of the Property.  In addition, an inventory of natural features of the Property was prepared in the fall of 2007 by Blue Ox Forestry.

Vehicles.  There shall be no operation of vehicles of any kind on the Property, including but not limited to, bicycles, motorcycles, motorized watercraft, cars, trucks, skidders, farm vehicles, and motorized and non-motorized recreational vehicles, except that:

within the Primary Homestead Zone, the Secondary Homestead Zone, the Accessory Homestead Zone, and driveways giving access to these zones from public roads, vehicles may be operated anywhere for any permitted use.

utility vehicles (including but not limited to all-terrain vehicles including vehicles known as "mules") may be used to conduct management activities in accordance with the Land Management Plan or Forest Plan described in Paragraph 2.7.k., for handicapped access, and to recover deer carcasses.  It is understood that field roads, lanes, trails, or other normally travelled routes will be utilized for vehicle access whenever possible.

Baseline Condition: Such vehicular use as occurs is compliant with this restriction.

Water.  There shall be no manipulation or alteration of any water body on or adjacent to the Property or its shoreline.  The existing pond and dam identified on Exhibit B may be maintained in accordance with then current laws and regulations but may not be expanded.    


For the purpose of this Easement, a water body means a creek, stream, intermittent stream, drainage way, river, pond, lake, surface or subsurface spring, wetland or other body of water.


Baseline Condition: No such manipulation or alteration occurs.
